BackGround: 

Peroxisome proliferator-activated receptor γ (PPARγ) is a 

member of the ligand-activated nuclear receptor super-

family and functions as a transcriptional activator. PPARγ 

is preferentially expressed in adipocytes as well as in 

vascular smooth muscle cells and macrophage. Besides 

its role in mediating adipogenesis and lipid metabolism, 

PPARγ also modulates insulin sensitivity, cell prolifera-

tion and inflammation. PPARγ transcriptional activity is 

inhibited by MAP kinase phosphorylation of PPARγ at 

Ser84.

Rabbit IgG, 1mg/ml in PBS with 0.02% sodium azide, 

50% glycerol, pH7.2.

The antibody was affinity-purified from rabbit antiserum 

by affinity-chromatography using epitope-specific im-

Store at 4°C short term. Aliquot and store at -20°C long 

term. Avoid freeze-thaw cycles. 

Specificity: 

PPARG (Phospho-T166) polyclonal antibody detects en-

dogenous levels of PPARG protein only when phosphor-

ylated at Thr166.
