BackGround:

Acetyl-CoA carboxylase (ACC) is a complex multifunc-
tional enzyme system. ACC is a biotin-containing enzyme
which catalyzes the carboxylation of acetyl-CoA to mal-
onyl-CoA, the rate-limiting step in fatty acid synthesis.
ACC-beta is thought to control fatty acid oxidation by
means of the ability of malonyl-CoA to inhibit car-
nitine-palmitoyl-CoA transferase I, the rate-limiting step
in fatty acid uptake and oxidation by mitochondria.
ACC-beta may be involved in the regulation of fatty acid
oxidation, rather than fatty acid biosynthesis. There is
evidence for the presence of two ACC-beta isoforms.
