The protein demonstrates a broad spec-

trum of properties, including regulation of iron homeo-

stasis, host defense against a broad range of microbial in-

fections, anti-inflammatory activity, regulation of cellular 

growth and differentiation and protection against cancer 

development and metastasis. Antimicrobial, antiviral, an-

tifungal and antiparasitic activity has been found for this 

protein and its peptides. Alternatively spliced transcript 

variants encoding different isoforms have been found for
