starvation. Induces cell-cell detachment by increasing 

F-actin conversion to G-actin. Expression is induced by 

CD95 or TNF-alpha, via NF-kappa-B. Protects cells from 

CD95-mediated apoptosis and is required for the in-

creased motility and invasiveness of CD95-activated tu-

mor cells.

0.01M TBS(pH7.4) with 1% BSA, 0.03% Proclin300 and 

50% Glycerol.

Paraformaldehyde-fixed, paraffin embedded (mouse skin tissue); Anti-

gen retrieval by boiling in sodium citrate buffer (pH6.0) for 15min; 

Block endogenous peroxidase by 3% hydrogen peroxide for 20 minutes; 

Blocking buffer (normal goat serum) at 37°C for 30min; Antibody in-

cubation with (NUAK2) Polyclonal Antibody, Unconjugated at 1:200 

overnight at 4°C.
