BackGround: 

This gene encodes a member of the cytochrome P450 su-

perfamily of enzymes. The cytochrome P450 proteins are 

monooxygenases which catalyze many reactions involved 

in drug metabolism and synthesis of cholesterol, steroids 

and other lipids. This protein likely localizes to the endo-

plasmic reticulum. When expressed in yeast the enzyme 

is capable of oxdizing arachidonic acid. It can also cata-

lyze the epoxidation of 22:6n-3 and 22:5n-3 polyunsatu-

rated long-chain fatty acids. This gene is part of a cluster 

of cytochrome P450 genes on chromosome 19. Alterna-

tive splicing results in multiple transcript variants.
