BackGround: 

This gene encodes a major catalytic subunit of succin-

ate-ubiquinone oxidoreductase, a complex of the mito-

chondrial respiratory chain. The complex is composed of 

four nuclear-encoded subunits and is localized in the mi-

tochondrial inner membrane. Mutations in this gene have 

been associated with a form of mitochondrial respiratory 

chain deficiency known as Leigh Syndrome. A pseudo-

gene has been identified on chromosome 3q29. Alterna-

tively spliced transcript variants encoding different 

isoforms have been found for this gene.

The antibody was affinity-purified from rabbit antiserum
