Rabs cycle be-

tween an inactive GDP-bound form and an active 

GTP-bound form that is able to recruit to membranes dif-

ferent set of downstream effectors directly responsible for 

vesicle formation, movement, tethering and fusion. That 

Rab may play a role in protein transport from recycling 

endosomes to lysosomes regulating, for instance, the 

degradation of the transferrin receptor.
