BackGround: 

This gene encodes a member of the gam-

ma-glutamylcyclotransferase family of proteins. The en-

coded protein has been shown to promote neuronal dif-

ferentiation by deglycination of the Notch receptor, which 

prevents receptor maturation and inhibits Notch signaling. 

This protein may also play a role in the unfolded protein 

response, and in regulation of glutathione levels and oxi-

dative balance in the cell. Elevated expression of this 

gene may indicate increased risk of cancer recurrence 

among breast and ovarian cancer patients. [provided by
