Sumoylation may play a role in a wide
variety of cellular processes, including nuclear transport,
DNA replication and repair, mitosis, transcriptional regu-
lation, and signal transduction. Alternatively spliced tran-
script variants encoding distinct proteins have been de-
scribed.
