BackGround: 

The protein encoded by this gene belongs to the acetyl-

transferase family, and is a rate-limiting enzyme in the 

catabolic pathway of polyamine metabolism. It catalyzes 

the acetylation of spermidine and spermine, and is in-

volved in the regulation of the intracellular concentration 

of polyamines and their transport out of cells. Defects in 

this gene are associated with keratosis follicularis spinu-

losa decalvans (KFSD). Alternatively spliced transcripts 

have been found for this gene.
