BackGround: 

This intronless gene encodes a member of the basic he-

lix-loop-helix family of transcription factors, with simi-

larity to Drosophila atonal gene that controls photorecep-

tor development. Studies in mice suggest that this gene 

plays a central role in retinal ganglion cell and optic nerve 

formation. Mutations in this gene are associated with 

nonsyndromic congenital retinal nonattachment.

Blocking buffer (normal goat serum) at 37°C for 30min; Antibody in-

cubation with (MATH5) Polyclonal Antibody, Unconjugated at 1:200 

overnight at 4°C.
